Letter from the Board President

The past year was a year of significant growth and exciting developments
for DuPage Habitat for Humanity. Foremost on the list of accomplish-
ments is our completion of construction on four homes over the course
of the year that brought four families into the partnership of Habitat
families. We have taken the momentum that was developed in 2007 and
significantly increased our activities in all areas. I am proud of the results
we have achieved and proud to be involved with DuPage Habitat

for Humanity.

Although we have made significant progress in the past year, our goal is
to take the affiliate to higher levels so we may serve and enhance the lives =
of even more families. The vision for DuPage Habitat is:

1. We are acknowledged as a leader in the affordable housing space in the Chicago metropolitan area.
2. We can point to measurable improvement in the quality of our partner families’ lives.

3. We are increasing the support we provide to our partner families through partnerships with other
organizations such as the DuPage Homeownership Center, DuPage Housing Authority, and others.

4. We are increasing the number of homes we build each year. Our short term goal is to build and sell homes
to five families on an annual basis. Our longer term goal is to get to 10 homes per year.

5. We have a ‘network of champions’ in local governments, businesses, and churches who are supportive of
our mission and will work with us to help deserving families.

One major step we are taking in achieving this vision is the Pioneer Prairie development in West Chicago.
This will be the largest development effort ever for DuPage Habitat for Humanity. Pioneer Prairie is an eleven
home subdivision that will be built from scratch in West Chicago. Our target is to complete all of the required
infrastructure work and the construction of two homes in 2009, with the completion of all eleven homes by
the end of 2011. We are excited about this opportunity to work with the city of West Chicago and to provide
affordable, decent housing for deserving families.

None of our work would be possible without our volunteer base. We currently have active volunteers working
on eleven committees, and these volunteers are the heart and soul of our organization. Although the most
visible results of our work are the homes we build and the families that move into these homes, there is a
significant amount of work that goes on behind the scenes to make all of this possible. We have volunteers
working in areas such as homeowner education, fund raising, government and faith relations, family
selection, and information technology.

On behalf of the Board of Directors and staff of DuPage Habitat for Humanity, I would like to thank those of
you who have provided continued support to our organization either as volunteers or donors. With your help
and support, we can continue to make a positive impact on our partner families and the communities

we serve.

We look forward to continuing the progress we have made in the past year, and to achieving even bigger and
better results in the years to come.
