A. GENERAL: 
1. These general conditions are incorporated in and made a part of all contracts with subcontractors doing work under contracts with DuPage Habitat for Humanity.

2. The subcontractor shall be responsible for complying with any OSHA requirements, as they may apply to scaffolding, clean up and hazardous materials. 

3. Exterior walls framed 2X6 at 24” (inches) on center to allow required R-21 wall. 
4. All insulation shall be installed per manufacturer instructions. 
5. All vapor barriers, if any, shall be installed toward the winter-warm side of floor, wall and ceiling construction.
6. Attic access panel to be R-49.

7. Subcontractor and installer must make sure no muddy hose is dragged through the house when blowing in insulation and must replace attic access cover.
8. Any waste pipes in family room and kitchen walls to be fully insulated for sound.

9. All floor and ceiling penetrations made by other subcontractors are to be sealed per code by this subcontractor.

B. SCOPE OF WORK – INSULATION: 
1.  Plan #2 is to be built on Lots 4, 5, and 6; all of which are slab foundation houses. There will be no basements. Plan #3 will be built on Lot 10 which has a lookout basement. It also has a cathedral ceiling in a portion of the house.
2. Subcontractor shall provide insulation at all areas where typical winter temperature    differential on either side of a wall or floor construction is 20 degrees Fahrenheit or more as follows:

C. MISCELLANEOUS
1. All walls around tubs and showers that adjoin living areas are to be insulated.

2. All electrical conduit or any piping in exterior walls and ceiling shall be encased in insulation.

3. Subcontractor must blow in insulation within five (5) days after batts are installed provided drywall is installed in house.
4. All plate penetrations at all levels and all penetrations in exterior walls

( including adjacent to attached garage ) will be 100% foamed to prevent 
moisture and air movement.
5. If used, all batts are to be cut to the exact bay sizes and installed per the manufacturer’s specifications and are not to be turned over or crimped in any way, nor any gaps left. Particular attention is to be given to rim joists, cantilevers, all outside corners and behind tub/showers. 

6. No overlapping batts will be used under any circumstances. 

7. Installer to check that all inspections have been passed prior to commencement of work.

8. Batts are not to be packed in wall or floor cavities. Insulation is to be separated or split to go around pipes, etc.
