· Lot 11 is undergoing the LEED for Home certification process.  All contractors must provide submittals and other documentation pertaining to the sources of materials used in the construction of this house as requested by DuPage Habitat for Humanity.

· The owner reserves the right to waive irregularities and to reject bids.
· Any brand name mentioned below may be substituted with an equal product proven by the bidder and approved by Habitat.  Habitat will give preference, to the extent practicable and economically feasible, for products and services that conserve natural resources, protect the environment, and are energy efficient
· Cost plus change orders are not acceptable.  

· Work should be completed within timeline outlined in attached project schedule.  DuPage Habitat reserves the right to modify the timeline with notice to contractor.
· All contracts between owner and contractor or between any contractor and subcontractor, shall include the following language:  “Employers shall not discriminate against employees or applicants for employment on basis of race, color, religion, sex, or national origin.”

Selection of Bidders

The above guidelines must be adhered to and the required information must be submitted with the bid.  Bids from debarred, suspended or ineligible contractors or subcontractors will not be considered.  Contracts will be awarded in writing to the lowest qualified bidders.
